National Merit Scholarship Program 2020

Congratulations to the following students for being named Commended and
Semi-Finalists in the 2020 National Merit Scholarship Program. During the fall of
their junior year, students across the nation take the PSAT, and the top scores are
then established. The National Merit Scholarship Program, dating back to 1955,
holds an annual academic competition identifying and honoring these high school
students in the U.S. through recognition and college scholarships. Less than 3% of
the 1.6 million students in 22,000 high schools who take this test will become a
recipient of the awarded Letters of Commendation. Eight of our students received
the honor of Commended status: Nicholas Aronow, Alexander Brancato,
Katherine Brennan, Kaitlyn Fare, Connor Flynn, Julia Kopp, Alexa Plancher,
and Julia Wallace.

In order to truly appreciate how rare it is to then be identified as a Semi-
Finalist, only less than 1% advance as a Semi-Finalist, and this year that honor goes
to four students: Bernhard Nordemann, Anna Tesoriero, Paige Vegna, and
Claire Weis, who received this distinguished recognition at the high school.
Superintendent, Robert C. Fenter shared, “We are very proud of our National Merit
Scholarship winners, for this distinction recognizes the hard work and commitment
of our students, the support they have received from their parents and teachers, as
well as the community support for our fine schools.”

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A Message from the Superintendent

Dear Community Member,

It seems that each new school year brings a sense of excitement for our
students as they return to school. Our dedicated leaders and staff put into place
all of the plans made over the summer to prepare for the students’ return. I
have already enjoyed seeing the faces of our students as they engage in new
learning experiences that will assist in their academic and social emotional
growth in the coming days, weeks, and months.

With the start of the new school year we are seeing
the introduction of a new coding experience for our stu-
dents in grades 4, 5, 6, and 8. We are introducing this
topic through a program called KidOYO that supports
our students’ understanding of how the language of
code is written through a problem-solving and subject-
based approach. Over the summer, our leaders and
teachers spent time learning about this new program and
how best to incorporate coding into the learning experi-
ences of our students. Some of our teachers even partic-
ipated in a three-day camp at Stony Brook to support
the launch of KidOYO as we believe this skill is critical
in preparing our students for a world in which possessing an understanding of
the power of technology will be critical to their success in college and beyond.

Our district is also undergoing efforts to impact the design of our class-
rooms so that our children’s learning environments reflect the kind of student-
centered, team-based experiences that we believe are critical to supporting the
development of academic and interpersonal skills. The new Next Generation
Learning Standards as well as standards in other disciplines, including the arts,
all emphasize students learning in environments that are supported through
inquiry, with students grappling with important issues and questions. We also
know that learning is best achieved when our students have the opportunity to
share their ideas with others and to generate evidence-based arguments that
can be tested through rigorous discourse. By transforming our classrooms with
flexible furniture that allow teachers to move seamlessly from whole class
experiences to small group exercises, we not only support critical thinking and
engagement, but we also support the instructional choices of our teachers that
research tells us is most impactful for students, not only academically, but also
in the area of their sense of connectedness to school. Our Board of Education
has been committed to this work, and, with the additional generous support of
the Cold Spring Harbor Educational Foundation, we will be transforming
more classrooms in all of our schools with this type of design. As a result,
more and more of our classrooms are resembling the type of environments
that are more common in companies like Google, Hulu, and other organiza-
tions that support curiosity, research, and creativity.

As we work to ensure that our facilities support this type of learning
experience for our students, our Board of Education is engaging in a bond ref-
erendum scheduled for November 19 that will support safety and security,
academic opportunities, and facility preservation and enhancement. I encour-
age you to learn more about these plans by reviewing the information found
on our website and by attending our bond forum scheduled for November 12
at 8:00 p.m. at the Francis Roberts Community Center. Among a number of
other important projects, the bond referendum includes the creation of a
STEAM learning center and new science classrooms that will transform the
facilities that our students have been using for many years in the areas of art,
technology, and Family and Consumer Science at the Jr/Sr High School.

I know that you share my excitement for the new school year and for the
work that our district is doing to prepare our students for the future by provid-
ing them with the most meaningful and engaging learning experiences and
environments possible. Wishing everyone a wonderful school year ahead.

Dear Resident:

The opening of school is always marked with great anticipation and
much excitement about the new year. From our very youngest at Goosehill
to our incoming seniors at the Jr./Sr. High School, students returned to the
classroom, enthusiastic and eager to begin anew. As the summer came to an
end, September began with a flurry of activity; new grade levels and courses
of study, the start of co-curricular clubs and athletic teams, and a time to
reacquaint with all those we had not seen.

Several new faces greeted children, including a new Principal at West
Side School, an Assistant Principal at the Jr./Sr. High School, a Director of
Guidance, and a Director of STEM. We are so very fortunate to have these
talented educators join our dedicated school community and look forward to
working with them for many years to come. If you have not already, please
take a few moments to meet and learn more about them in the days and
weeks ahead.

This school year brings another exciting opportunity for our community.
After a year of planning, the Board of Education voted at their September
10th meeting to authorize a bond vote on Tuesday, November 19th. The
scope of work for this $34,425,000 project, which will be funded by a
$33,200,000 bond and $1,225,000 from the district’s capital reserve fund,
will support enhancing safety and security, expanding academic opportuni-
ties, and preserving and improving facilities to meet the needs of our chil-
dren, now and into the future. As the new debt will replace existing
expiring debt, the bond will be tax levy neutral with no additional cost
to taxpayers. Included in the plan is a newly constructed science learning
center, at the Jr./Sr. High School, with four science classrooms and a marine
wet lab, featuring our coral reef project. In addition, a wing of the building
will be reconstructed to support STEAM (Science, Technology, Engineering,
and Mathematics.)

To learn more about the projects at each of the schools, please attend
our bond forum on November 12th at 8 p.m. A voter information guide will
also be mailed to all residents in early November, and full details may be
found on the district website.

We have accomplished so much, but, as you can see, there is still so
much more to do. On behalf of the Board of Education, I wish each of you a
happy, healthy, and productive school year!

Instructional: To deepen teacher
understanding in all disciplines of
our current K-12 curricula and the
Next Generation English Language

CHANGING THE CLASSROOM

Flexible Furniture

The New Classroom

Starting two years ago, the roll-
out of “flexible furniture” began to
change the template of standard
"row" seating into collaborative
face-to-face work environments.
Just as corporate America work-
spaces have changed with the
removal of cubicles and corner
offices, and coffee shops are packed
with couches and communal tables,
school classrooms have also changed. Thanks to District funding and the generous
donations from the CSH Educational Foundation, the expansion of Flexible
Furniture has created new learning
spaces for teachers and students in
each building to reflect more flexi-
ble, student-centered and collabo-
rative classroom designs. The
goal? To transform these learning
environments to ensure that they
enhance the educational experience
for our children.

With the greater availability of
Chromebooks there is no longer a
need for desktop computers facing
walls in computer labs with backs
to each other. The beauty of flexible furniture spaces is that they can be designated
for quiet studying or more collaborative group work. Seating can now be a choice,
whether it’s a couch, standing
desk, rolling swivel chair with cup
holders, bean bags, and more.
Even Goosehill has low table seat-
ing with padded recliners, balance-
ball, wooble and ergo stools, or a
simple seat on the floor at a low
table. Bright colored chairs also
allow for easy student groupings.
The classrooms now allow for
greater collaboration, a more
relaxed feel, and the ability to
move, bounce, or swing your feet
on a bar for students who have dif-
ficulty sitting still comfortably.
Both comfort and movement have allowed for more productivity and focus.

Students and teachers love the choices and collaboration flexible seating yields.
The success of the districts incorporation of
flexible seating attracted the attention of the
Long Island University President, Kimberly
Cline, who came to visit CSH to see it first-
hand. This visit resulted in plans for the uni-
versity to reproduce one of our classrooms
as a model for undergraduate education stu-
dents to learn from, and how to teach in this
new 21st century learning flexible seating
environment. In the words of 5th grade
teacher, Ms. Conroy, “Flexible seating
means flexible thinking!” [ ]

Expansion at all the schools

If you told recent CSH alumni that
SMARTBoards were outdated, and now
there is a new world of Promethean
Boards, they would not only be sur-
prised, but would ask “What’s a
Promethean Board?” One thing is for
sure, technology changes very fast!
SMARTBoards were amazing new
technology with projectors hanging
from the ceiling that powered oversized
installed computer white boards that
could magically draw and erase. Today,
Promethean Boards no longer need a
projector, they no longer need to be
installed, they are freestanding interac-
tive and touchscreen boards that allow
180-degree visibility and no longer cast
shadows. Together with the roll-out of
flexible furniture, a Promethean Board
is no longer stationary in the front of the
class, but can roll on wheels and has
essentially “de-fronted” the classroom
supporting a more student-centered
environment. Teachers can stand in the
back of the room, and using their
Chromebook or iPad can write out (or
cast) lessons from any distance.
Students have the ability to do the same
right from their seat with their own
devices. This new technology supports
learning across all curriculum areas.

The use of interactive Boards in
schools has created a significant change
in teaching. Executive Director of
Technology and Instruction, Joseph
Monastero, shared, “If you consider that
the average person understands only
about 15% of what a TV remote can do
on your TV, Promethean Boards are a
continual journey of technology and
understanding.” The staff for professional
development training has been so recep-
tive, that they formed their own collegial
circles outside of school time to con-
tinue teaching! The makers of Promethean
have been so impressed by our staff use
of this tool, that they have implemented
our suggestions for improvement and
made revisions to the newest boards!

Last year, a pilot program began to
test out the Promethean Boards in each
building. To date the district now has 42
at the Jr./Sr. High, 6 at Goosehill, 16 at
Lloyd Harbor, and 12 at West Side.
Thanks to District funding approved by
the Board of Education, donations from
the CSH Education Foundation, and
administration, CSH school district is
providing its students and staff the
equipment and classroom settings that
are cutting edge in education today! [

Computer Coding

The name is not only catchy and fun, it has students eager to learn coding!
Students in grades 4-6 and 8 will begin a study and experience with coding that will
provide them with expert support as well as the opportunity to explore various lan-
guages of code, all in an effort to deepen their learning of computer programing.
Teachers/faculty learned how to use this program at “Summer Camp” at Stony
Brook University through professional development supported by Stony Brook
graduate students. Throughout the year, students will submit their work to Stony
Brook which is then reviewed by graduate
students, who give feedback for improve-
ment, or a badge for a successful submission.

KidOYO launched in 2006 as an educa-
tional initiative to test the earliest ages at
which kids could engage in a meaningful
real-world entrepreneurial learning process
with skills that were rarely accessible in
school-based classrooms. Young minds were
hungry to embrace computational thinking,
making math concepts move and bringing
stories to life through interactive design. The
game Minecraft was influencing young
learners to engage in coding using Java programming language. KidOYO recog-
nized this trend and collaborated with Minecraft which soon resulted in an explo-
sion of student activity on KidOYO learning platforms online, setting the charge
and redefining future programming skills. KidOYO is one of the district goals
adopted this year, and the implementation
and roll-out is proving to be a great suc-
cess! And although it is not new to ele-
mentary students, it is now a full year
commitment to learn coding, rather than
before/after school clubs or intermittent
technology lessons.

In basic terms, coding is problem
solving. In order to understand it, students
must notate all their work and overcome
road blocks and challenges. The beauty is
that they can all work at their own pace.
Our staff not only visited off-site districts to explore and learn, but they brought
their knowledge back leading dedicated workshops at the Creative Learning Lab at
Lloyd Harbor School during Superintendent’s Days. Thank you to trainers Mr.
Monastero, Ms. Wetzel, Mr. Healy, Ms. O’Donnell, Ms. Fraiberg, and Ms. Diehl.
