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COLLEGE ESSAY

» An opportunity to share your voice and what is important
to you
» Try to show, not tell
» TIPS: Be specific
Focus on the positive
Think about what you want the reader to know/feel
Seek out assistance, but not too much
Plan ahead
Watch for supplemental essays/questions

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STANDARDIZED TESTING

Many colleges are Test Optional for the Class of 2022

View fairtest.org for participating colleges.

Most colleges, not all, pull highest SAT subcomponent
score from different test dates — “superscore.”

Many colleges superscore and others use single ACT test
date for admission.

Score Choice is available for both SAT and ACT.

STANDARDIZED TESTING (Continued)

» Cold Spring Harbor does not report any standardized test
scores.

» SAT and ACT scores are sent to colleges by the student.

» Review College Acceptance Rates:
Utilize Naviance, College Board Search, College Scorecard, etc...
» Programs of Interest, Geography, Setting, Size, Athletics,
Community
» Special Programs

Medical, etc....)
» Recommendation: 6-10 schools with majority in TARGET
range (These are schools tha s will be happy to attend if accepted)

e October 1st - FAFSA forms can be submitted
e November 1st - Early Application (ED and EA) Deadline for most
colleges
e November 24th — Suggested date for Regular Decision
applications submitted to the Counseling Center
e May 1st —- COMMON REPLY DATE
Deposit Due to College of Choice

THINGS TO REMEMBER...

e Seek out your school counselor for support and ask questions
e Read all emails from the Counseling Center

e Review the list of colleges visiting CSH

e Attend Virtual Open Houses and/or visit colleges of interest if
possible. Register for CSH school visits — many colleges track
interest.

e Apply early and monitor deadlines

e Prioritize the ‘right fit’ over the ‘right name’

e Visit college(s) before depositing e

e Share your admissions decisions/results with your counselor
