
Books Corresponding to Reading Stages 

The following books have been determined to be within the reading levels that correspond to your child’s 

Reading Stage as indicated on the report card.  Please note that levels are determined in a variety of ways and 

may not be completely consistent across publishers.  Additionally, each stage represents more than one reading 

level, so please consider the list a guide to the type of book your child can read comfortably. 

Practice reading at home is essential.  To ensure the success of at-home reading, child should be familiar with 

just about all the words in his/her book and be able to read them fluently.   If your child has to work hard to 

figure out too many words, comprehension will break down and reading will become a chore.  Young readers 

build capacity when they read “comfortable” books every day---with fluency and comprehension.  If we want 

children to read every day, it has to be enjoyable for them!  Please also choose books from the stage that comes 

before your child’s stage to help build his/her confidence and competence. 

Remember that these are the books your child can read him/herself.  Please continue to read wonderful 

stories and informational books aloud to your child on a regular basis. Reading aloud to children is the best 

way to build your child’s vocabulary, content knowledge, and comprehension.   Happy Reading! 

Early Emergenct (EE)  

Early Emergent books have very few words on a page.  Your child’s teacher can provide books at this level, as 

they are not always readily available in libraries and bookstores.  Classroom Scholastic Book orders often 

indicate the “GR” or guided reading level, so that may be a source for you to find books at the very beginning 

levels.  You may also search the Internet for “children’s books at level A,” for example.  Look for series such as 

“I Can Read.”
