Please make sure all late work is 
handed to me directly.  If you miss an exam due to a legal absence, you will be expected to take 
the exam the day you return to school.  If you miss an exam due to a cut, you receive a zero for 
that test. 

7. There is No gum chewing, eating or drinking in class.   
8. Extra help times will be announced in class. 
9. No Cursing is allowed under any circumstances.  Let’s respect each other.  If someone is
