Collecting Your Data and Making Your Graph:

1)  Write the name of your city in your climate zone here:

2)  Go to www.climate-zone.com/  and find the city on the map just as you did for your webquest. 

3)  Record the monthly data for “Average Rain Days” on your Climate Data Table

4)  Next record the monthly data for “Average 24-hr Temperature” on your Climate Data Table.  Make sure you record the data in °F.

5)  Create your climagraph using the data recorded above.  Remember:  the line graph (left   y-axis) shows average temperature, the bar graph (right y-axis) shows average precipitation!
6) Lastly, make sure the bottom is filled in correctly.  The coordinates refer to the Longitude and Latitude, you can find this information above the data for Temperature and Rain Days. Here is an example from the website for Winnipeg Canada:

“49 90 N, 97 23 W, 784 feet (239 meters) above sea level.”
