Additionally, Guided Study provides support in your academic areas.

· Benefit from pre teaching and reinforcement of different concepts

· Receive guidance in developing a project, and complete tasks in a timely manner.

· Finish a homework assignment that is due that day

· The room where you only work on a project to avoid doing the work outside of school

· A free period, where you don’t have other goals to work on.

It’s very important that we understand that this is not a ‘free’ period and that other students have needs, thus, behaviors cannot compromise the learning environment.
