General Overview of Resource Room

Students assigned to Resource Room have been allocated a period for academic support and skills development. Under the Auspices of Special Education, and in agreement with your parents and teachers, you, the student have specific goals to accomplish throughout the year. Though there may not be a state mandated curriculum and you do not receive a grade, there will be work to complete. These goals are measured and discussed between the parents, students, and teachers. Additionally, Resource Room provides support in your academic areas.  

However, “support” can become an umbrella term with many meanings. To clarify, you sign contracts with your teachers in order to have clear expectations and understand the requirements. This contract allows you to receive support so that you can;

· Meet those requirements and fulfill your obligations to yourself, the student earning credit, and the teacher. 

· Gain assistance with the learning of content

· Benefit from pre teaching and reinforce different concepts

· Receive guidance in developing a project, and complete tasks in a timely manner. 

Resource Room is NOT a place to;

· Finish a homework assignment that is due that day.
· The room where you only work on a project to avoid doing the work outside of school.
· A free period, where you don’t have other goals to work on.

It’s very important that we understand that this is not a ‘free’ period and that other students have needs, thus, behaviors cannot compromise the learning environment. I expect that you are able and willing to work independently, without consequence.
To help expedite our learning goals and needs, we will be employing Canvas as a school wide initiative. This is a great platform to use as a learning management system (LMS).
