SPHERES OF THE EARTH
Lithosphere (crust), atmosphere (air), hydrosphere (water) 
-The Atmosphere is made of layers with interfaces being the boundaries between them.
-The Hydrosphere is the layer of water, also known as oceans.

-The Lithosphere is the layer of crust we live on.

Proof that Earth is round:
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Ships disappear over the horizon.

2. Circumnavigation: If you sail from one point on earth, you will go around until you reach that same point.
3. Lunar Eclipses: These are cyclic and predictable.  We can determine when they happen on a schedule.

LATITUDE – shows distance NORTH and SOUTH of 0° Reference Line (Equator) 
-Latitude Lines are called  PARALLELs and never touch. MAX = 90°
**KEY!!!!!   Your latitude = altitude of the North Star (Polaris)**
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LONGITUDE – shows distance EAST and WEST of 0° Reference Line (Prime Meridian) 
Lines intersect at poles.  MAX = 180°
**KEY!!!!!  15° of longitude = 1 time zone.


IMPORTANT LINES OF LATITUDE TO KNOW!
Trick!!: Smaller words are in the Northern Hemisphere.

Northern Hemisphere: Arctic Circle, Tropic of Cancer

Southern Hemisphere: Antarctic Circle, Tropic of Capricorn


As you move west, time becomes earlier. Each time zone, or 15 degrees is an hour.
